EXTENDING AD-HOC WORKGROUP ON DIVERSITY AND EQUITY ISSUES 

TIMEFRAME 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Monona is committed to creating an environment that is welcoming to all 
peoples, that is a comfortable and enjoyable place for any person to live, where all people are treated, and 
perceive they are treated fairly and respectfully, where participation in civic life is open to all and where 
all people perceive their contributions are valued, and that reflects the values of all groups, including those 
who have too often been left behind and left out, particularly people of color; and, 
 
WHEREAS, on June 15, 2020 the Monona City Council approved a commitment of action in response to 
a June 2, 2020 police call on Arrowhead Drive; and, 
 
WHEREAS, Monona will lead in initiating and applying the changes necessary to systematically reflect 
the values of justice and equity for all; and, 
 
WHEREAS, a small, diverse group of residents proposed and worked on the formation of the permanent 
Truth and Reconciliation Commission to provide leadership and guidance in systemic change; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Monona and this diverse group wishes to advance the values of equity and 
justice for all as a complement to the other work already undertaken, including the contract with the 
Nehemiah Center for Urban Leadership, an organization that we all respect; and, 
 
WHEREAS, to advance these principles, the City of Monona desires to establish an Ad-Hoc Workgroup 
on Diversity and Equity issues to determine a plan to ensure that Monona makes a long-term commitment 
to racial and social justice and equity both at city hall and in the community at large. 
 
WHEREAS, the City Council created the Ad-Hoc Workgroup on Diversity and Equity Issues (“Ad-Hoc 
Workgroup”) on May 3, 2021 via Resolution 21-3-2470; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the City Council provide the Ad-Hoc Workgroup with the following charge and a  
six- (6) month timeframe: 

1. Identify ways to encourage all Monona residents, employees, and businesses to learn about diversity, 
equity, and inclusion, in partnership with the City’s consultant, the Nehemiah Center. 

2. Promote the engagement of all voices of the community. 

3. Identify initiatives the city and community can use to work towards advancing racial equity, social 
justice, diversity, and inclusion while also reflecting those values within our community. 

4. Make a recommendation for a charter for a formal committee on diversity and equity issues for City 
Council approval to ensure Monona’s long-term commitment to racial and social justice and equity, 
including a name of the committee, to encompass all aspects of that effort including the work of the 
Nehemiah Center for Urban Leadership and other city and community efforts and activities. 

 
WHEREAS, the City Council requested that the Ad-Hoc Workgroup make its recommendation(s) within 
six (6) months of the confirmation of at least seven (7) of the committee members, unless otherwise 
decided or extended by the City Council [end of January 2022]; and,

the Workgroup respectfully requests a three (3) month extension of time [end of April 2022] to complete 
their report to the City Council.

APPROVAL OF PARTICIPATION IN A WISCONSIN BUREAU OF  
TRANSPORTATION SAFETY GRANT TITLED: 2022 CAPITOL AREA OWI TASK 

FORCE 
 

WHEREAS, the Common Council is committed to making the highways and city streets of Monona as 
safe as possible for citizens and visitors; and, 
 
WHEREAS, in Wisconsin during 2020, alcohol was listed as a contributing factor in 5.3% of all crashes, 
and 28.5% of all fatal vehicle crashes in 2020 were alcohol-related, resulting in 167 deaths. Alcohol-
impaired driving is associated with other high-risk behaviors that increase the likelihood of a crash and of 
significant injury or death occurring; these include speeding and failure to wear seat belts; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the project grant titled “2022 Capitol Area OWI Task Force” has been offered to the City of 
Monona in partnership with other Dane County police departments; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Bureau of Transportation Safety will provide the City of Monona up to 
$10,000 for overtime wages in a traffic grant designed to decrease the severity of crash injuries due to 
impaired driving within the City of Monona; and, 
 
WHEREAS, this is a cost-sharing grant; the City of Monona is responsible for matching benefit expenses 
estimated at $2,500; and 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Common Council of the City of Monona, Dane 
County, Wisconsin, that the Monona Police Department is hereby authorized to participate in the 
WIBOTS project “2022 Capitol Area OWI Task Force” designated to deter impaired driving and decrease 
the severity of crash injuries due to impaired driving within the City of Monona.  By participating in this 
project, the City of Monona is eligible for reimbursement up to $10,000 in grant funds and is responsible 
for benefits and costs estimated at $2,500.

Title: 2022 Capitol Area OWI Task Force 
 
 
Policy Analysis Statement: 
Brief Description Of Proposal: The Wisconsin Bureau of Transportation Safety (WIBOTS) has offered a grant to the City of 
Monona.  The grant, titled: 2022 Capitol Area OWI Task Force, runs from January 17, 2022 through September 30, 2022 and is in 
conjunction with several area wide enforcement dates, in partnership with our grant partner communities of:  Cottage Grove, Deforest, 
McFarland, Oregon, Stoughton, and Verona. 

The primarily objective of the grant is to discourage and decrease incidents of impaired driving within the City of Monona. 

This is a multi-agency traffic grant working High Visibility Enforcement (HVE), which yields the benefits of public awareness and 
education to the problem of injuries and deaths related to OWI and drugged driving. 
 
Up to $10,000.00 was allocated to the City of Monona.  The $10,000 in grant funds will be for overtime and fringe benefits wages.  
Our cost sharing of 25% is $2,500.00 and can be covered by on-duty personnel assigned to traffic efforts.  $10,000 yields 
approximately 6, 4-hour deployments each month of the grant. 
 
Current Policy Or Practice: 
The City of Monona is included in this grant due to our accident volume along with willingness to participate and past successful 
participation in WIBOTS traffic grants. 
 
Impact Of Adopting Proposal: 
If we are authorized to participate in the grant it will allow additional overtime funding for extra traffic enforcement.  A requirement 
of the grant is to work the grant with multiple officers on several specific dates for preplanned campaigns such as the national “Click 
It or Ticket” campaign.

APPROVAL OF PARTICIPATION IN A WISCONSIN BUREAU OF  
TRANSPORTATION SAFETY GRANT TITLED: 2022 DANE SUBURBAN SEAT BELT 

TASK FORCE 
 
WHEREAS, the Common Council is committed to making the highways and city streets of Monona as 
safe for citizens as possible; and, 
 
WHEREAS, in 2020, 43.8% of persons killed and 22.5% of persons sustaining incapacitating injuries in 
Wisconsin crashes were NOT wearing seat belts. Many of these people were ejected from their vehicle. 
Statewide seat belt use was 89.2% in 2020; however, Wisconsin seat belt use still remains about five 
tenths of one percent lower than the national average. It has been estimated that seat belt use by motor 
vehicle occupants in Wisconsin prevents more than 293 traffic related fatalities and more than 8,000 
serious injuries annually; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the project grant titled “2022 Dane Suburban Seat Belt Task Force” has been offered to the 
City of Monona in partnership with other Dane County police departments; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Bureau of Transportation Safety (WIBOTS) will provide the City of Monona 
up to $10,000 for overtime wages in a traffic grant designed to increase safety belt usage and decrease the 
severity of crash injuries due to a lack of safety belt use within the City of Monona; and. 
 
WHEREAS, this is a cost-sharing grant; the City of Monona is responsible for matching benefit expenses 
estimated at $2,500. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Common Council of the City of Monona, Dane 
County, Wisconsin, that the Monona Police Department is hereby authorized to participate in the 
WIBOTS project “2022 Dane Suburban Seat Belt Task Force” designated to increase safety belt usage, 
and decrease the severity of crash injuries due to a lack of safety belt use within the City of Monona.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF $11,125,000 
TAXABLE TAX INCREMENT REVENUE BONDS (TID NO. 9), SERIES 2022A 

WHEREAS, Tax Incremental District No. 9 ("TID No. 9") has been established by the City of 
Monona, Dane County, Wisconsin (the "City") as a blighted district for the purpose of alleviating blight 
and promoting development within the City; 

WHEREAS, the community development and redevelopment projects in TID No. 9 constitute a 
revenue-producing enterprise of the City which is operated for a public purpose and constitutes a "public 
utility" within the meaning of Section 66.0621, Wis. Stats.; 

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City has determined that it is necessary and desirable to 
raise funds for the public purposes of financing project costs included in the project plan for TID No. 9, 
including paying developer incentives (the "Project") and current refunding certain outstanding 
obligations of the City which financed project costs included in the project plan for TID No. 9, 
specifically, the Note Anticipation Notes, Series 2018D, dated October 16, 2018 and the Taxable Note 
Anticipation Notes, Series 2019B, dated August 20, 2019 (collectively, the "Refunded Obligations"); 

WHEREAS, the Common Council deems it to be necessary, desirable and in the best interest of 
the City to refund the Refunded Obligations (the "Refunding") for the purpose of providing permanent 
financing for the projects financed by the Refunded Obligations; 

WHEREAS, it is desirable to borrow the funds needed for the Project and the Refunding through 
the issuance of tax increment revenue bonds pursuant to Section 66.0621, Wis. Stats., which bonds are to 
be payable only from the Revenues (as defined herein); 

WHEREAS, due to certain provisions contained in the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as 
amended, it is necessary to issue such revenue bonds on a taxable rather than tax-exempt basis; 

WHEREAS, no obligations are outstanding which are payable from Available Tax Increment 
(defined herein); and 

WHEREAS, the City has determined that it is necessary and desirable to sell such tax increment 
revenue bonds (the "Bonds") to Huntington Securities, Inc. dba Huntington Capital Markets ("HSI") (the 
"Purchaser") in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in its bond purchase proposal (the 
"Proposal") attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by this reference. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Monona, 
Dane County, Wisconsin, as follows: 

Section 1.  Authorization and Sale of the Bonds.  For the purpose of paying the cost of the Project 
and the Refunding, there shall be borrowed pursuant to Section 66.0621, Wisconsin Statutes, the principal 
sum of ELEVEN MILLION ONE HUNDRED TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($11,125,000) 
from the Purchaser in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Proposal. The Proposal is hereby 
accepted and the Mayor or other appropriate officer of the City is authorized and directed to execute an 
acceptance of the Proposal on behalf of the City.  To evidence the obligation of the City, the Mayor and 
City Clerk are hereby authorized, empowered and directed to make, execute, issue and deliver to the 
Purchaser for, on behalf of and in the name of the City, the Bonds aggregating the principal amount of 
ELEVEN MILLION ONE HUNDRED TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($11,125,000) for the 
sum set forth on the Proposal, plus accrued interest to the date of delivery. 
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Section 2.  Terms of the Bonds.  The Bonds shall be issued in the principal amount of 
$11,125,000; shall be designated "Taxable Tax Increment Revenue Bonds (TID No. 9), Series 2022A", 
shall be numbered R-1 and upward; shall be in the denomination of $5,000 or any integral multiple 
thereof; and shall be dated February 1, 2022.  The Bonds shall bear interest at the rates per annum and 
shall mature on December 1, 2032 and December 1, 2041 in the principal amounts as set forth on the 
Pricing Summary attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein by this reference.  Interest shall be 
payable semi-annually on June 1 and December 1 of each year (each a "Bond Payment Date") 
commencing on June 1, 2022.  Interest shall be computed upon the basis of a 360-day year of twelve 30-
day months and will be rounded pursuant to the rules of the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board.  The 
schedule of principal and interest payments due on the Bonds is set forth on the Debt Service Schedule 
attached hereto as Exhibit C and incorporated herein by this reference (the "Schedule").   

The Bonds maturing in the year 2041 are subject to redemption prior to maturity, at the option of 
the City, on December 1, 2032 or on any date thereafter.  Said Bonds are redeemable as a whole or in 
part, and if in part, by lot, at the principal amount thereof, plus accrued interest to the date of redemption. 

The Bonds are subject to mandatory redemption in accordance with the terms set forth on 
Exhibit MRP which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  Upon the optional 
redemption of any of the Bonds subject to mandatory redemption, the principal amount of such Bonds so 
redeemed shall be credited against the mandatory redemption payments established in Exhibit MRP for 
such Bonds in such manner as the City shall direct. 

The schedule of principal installments coming due is found to be such that the amount of annual 
debt service payments is reasonable in accordance with prudent municipal utility practices. 

The Common Council hereby determines that the Refunding is advantageous and necessary to the 
City. 

Section 3.  Form of Bonds.  The Bonds shall be issued in registered form and shall be executed 
and delivered in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit D and incorporated herein by this 
reference. 

Section 4.  Security for the Bonds.  The Bonds, together with interest thereon, shall not constitute 
an indebtedness of the City nor a charge against its general credit or taxing power.  The Bonds are limited 
obligations of the City and shall be payable only out of the Special Redemption Fund as hereinafter 
provided, and shall be a valid claim of the owner thereof only against the Special Redemption Fund, 
including the Reserve Account, and from the Revenues (defined below) pledged to such fund. 

The Bonds shall be payable solely from (a) Available Tax Increment which has been received and 
retained by the City in accordance with the provisions of Section 66.1105 of the Wisconsin Statutes and 
appropriated by the Common Council to the payment of the Bonds and (b) any other funds of the City 
appropriated by the Common Council for payment of the Bonds as provided in Section 5 below 
(hereinafter referred to collectively as "Revenues"). 

"Available Tax Increment" means an amount equal to the annual gross tax increment revenue 
actually received and retained by the City which is generated by the increment value of the property in 
TID No. 9 and shall also include any positive tax increments generated by the City's Tax Incremental 
District No. 8 which are allocated to TID No. 9 in accordance with the provisions of Section 
66.1105(6)(f) of the Wisconsin Statutes. 

Section 5.  Statement of Intent to Appropriate.  As stated above, the application of the Available 
Tax Increment to payment of the Bonds is subject to future annual appropriation by the Common Council.  
However, the City fully expects and anticipates that to the extent the Available Tax Increment is 
generated and received by the City, it will appropriate such Available Tax Increment to the payment of 
the principal of and interest on the Bonds.  The Common Council acknowledges that the Available Tax 
Increment may not be sufficient to pay all debt service on the Bonds as it becomes due and the City 
makes no representation, express or implied, that Available Tax Increment will be generated or that it will 
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be sufficient to pay, in whole or in part, the Bonds.  The City hereby declares that it fully expects and 
anticipates that, if such a shortfall occurs, it will appropriate funds from other available revenues of the 
City sufficient to fund any such shortfall, provided however, that such payment shall be subject to annual 
appropriation by the Common Council. 

Section 6.  Special Redemption Fund.  For the purpose of the application and proper allocation of 
the Revenues, and to secure the payment of the principal and interest on the Bonds, the Special 
Redemption Fund is hereby created and shall be used solely for the purpose of paying principal and 
interest on the Bonds. The Special Redemption Fund shall be used for no purpose other than the payment 
of interest upon and principal of the Bonds promptly as the same become due and payable. All money in 
the Special Redemption Fund shall be deposited in a special account and invested in legal investments 
subject to Section 66.0603(1m), Wisconsin Statutes, and the payments described below to be made to the 
Special Redemption Fund shall be made directly to such account. 

To additionally secure the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds, an account 
designated the "Reserve Account" is hereby established within the Special Redemption Fund.  The City 
shall, upon the issuance of the Bonds, deposit an amount equal to the Reserve Requirement into the 
Reserve Account, and an amount equal to the Reserve Requirement shall be maintained in the Reserve 
Account until the earlier of (a) the date in which the Bonds have been paid in full or (b) the final Bond 
Payment Date. 

"Reserve Requirement" means an amount, determined as of the date of issuance of the Bonds, 
equal to the least of (a) 10% of the stated principal amount of the Bonds; (b) the maximum annual debt 
service on the Bonds in a calendar year; and (c) 125% of average annual debt service on the Bonds. 

If on any Bond Payment Date there shall be insufficient funds in the Special Redemption Fund to 
pay the principal of and interest due on the Bonds, funds in the Reserve Account shall be applied to such 
payment.  If after application of all of the funds in the Reserve Account there remain insufficient funds, 
the amount due but not paid shall accumulate, with interest at the rates payable on the Bonds, and be 
payable on the next Bond Payment Date until the final Bond Payment Date. 

The City covenants and agrees that at any time that the Reserve Account is drawn on and the 
amount in the Reserve Account shall be less than the Reserve Requirement, the Common Council will 
appropriate Revenues to be deposited into the Reserve Account until the Reserve Requirement will again 
have accumulated in the Reserve Account.  No such payments need be made into the Reserve Account at 
such times as the monies in the Reserve Account are equal to the highest remaining annual debt service 
requirement on the Bonds in any calendar year.  If at any time the amount on deposit in the Reserve 
Account exceeds the Reserve Requirement, the excess shall be transferred to the Special Redemption 
Fund and used to pay principal and interest on the Bonds.  If for any reason there shall be insufficient 
funds on hand in the Special Redemption Fund to meet principal or interest becoming due on the Bonds, 
then all sums then held in the Reserve Account shall be used to pay the portion of interest or principal on 
such Bonds becoming due as to which there would otherwise be default, and thereupon the payments 
required by this paragraph shall again be made into the Reserve Account until an amount equal to the 
Reserve Requirement is on deposit in the Reserve Account. 

Section 7.  Application of Revenues to Payment of the Bonds.  On or before each Bond Payment 
Date, the City shall deposit the Revenues which have been appropriated by the Common Council to the 
payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds in the Special Redemption Fund.  On each Bond 
Payment Date, the funds in the Special Redemption Fund shall be applied first to the payment of interest 
due on the Bond Payment Date and then to the payment of any principal due on that Bond Payment Date.   

If on any Bond Payment Date there shall be insufficient Revenues to pay the principal of and 
interest due on the Bonds, the amount due but not paid shall accumulate, with interest accruing at the 
respective rate payable on each outstanding maturity of the Bonds, and be payable on the next Bond 
Payment Date until the final Bond Payment Date. 
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Any funds on deposit in the Reserve Account shall be applied to payment of the Bonds on the 
final Bond Payment Date or upon earlier termination of TID No. 9.  If after applying all funds in the 
Reserve Account on the final Bond Payment Date or upon earlier termination of TID No. 9, there remain 
amounts outstanding and unpaid on the Bonds, then the remaining balance of principal of and interest on 
the Bonds shall be deemed paid in full, it being understood that upon making the payment due on the final 
Bond Payment Date or upon earlier termination of TID No. 9, the obligation of the City to make any 
further payments on the Bonds shall terminate.  The City shall have no obligation to pay any amount of 
principal or interest on the Bonds which remains unpaid after the final Bond Payment Date or upon earlier 
termination of TID No. 9 and the owner of the Bonds shall have no right to receive payment of such 
amounts. 

If for any reason (other than voluntary resolution of the Common Council) TID No. 9 terminates 
prior to the final Bond Payment Date, and there remain amounts outstanding and unpaid on the Bonds, 
then the remaining balance of principal of and interest on the Bonds shall be deemed paid in full, it being 
understood that upon such termination of TID No. 9, the obligation of the City to make any further 
payments on the Bonds shall also terminate.  Upon termination of TID No. 9, the City shall have no 
obligation to pay any amount of principal or interest on the Bonds which remains unpaid upon 
termination of TID No. 9 and the owner of the Bonds shall have no right to receive payment of such 
amounts. 

Section 8.  Additional City Covenants.  It is covenanted and agreed by the City with the owner or 
owners of the Bonds, and each of them, that the City will (a) cause the Project to be completed as 
expeditiously as reasonably possible and (b) take no action, other than action required under Wisconsin 
Statutes, to terminate TID No. 9 prior to the payment in full of the Bonds. 

Section 9.  Additional Bonds.  The City shall not issue any additional bonds or obligations 
payable out of Available Tax Increment while the Bonds are outstanding. 

Section 10.  Application of Bond Proceeds.  All accrued interest received from the sale of the 
Bonds shall be deposited into the Special Redemption Fund. An amount necessary to accomplish the 
Refunding shall be deposited in a special fund to be used for the Refunding (the "Refunding Fund").  The 
balance of the proceeds, less the expenses incurred in authorizing, issuing and delivering the Bonds shall 
be deposited in a special fund designated as "TID No. 9 Improvement Fund".  Said fund shall be 
adequately secured and used solely for the purpose of paying the costs of the Project.  The balance 
remaining in said funds after paying said costs shall be transferred to the Special Redemption Fund for 
use in payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds. 

Section 11.  Amendment to Resolution.  After the issuance of the Bonds, no change or alteration 
of any kind in the provisions of this Resolution may be made until the Bonds have been paid in full as to 
both principal and interest, or discharged as herein provided, except: 

(1)  The City may, from time to time, amend this Resolution without the consent of the owner of 
the Bonds, but only to cure any ambiguity, administrative conflict, formal defect, or omission or 
procedural inconsistency of this Resolution; and 

(2)  This Resolution may be amended, in any respect, with the written consent of the owners of 
not less than two-thirds of the principal amount of the Bond then outstanding, exclusive of Bond held by 
the City; provided, however, that no amendment shall permit any change in the pledge of Available Tax 
Increment, or in the maturity of any Bond issued hereunder, or a reduction in the rate of interest on any 
Bond, or in the amount of the principal obligation thereof, or in the amount of the redemption premium 
payable in the case of redemption thereof, or change the terms upon which the Bond may be redeemed or 
make any other modification in the terms of the payment of such principal or interest without the written 
consent of the owner of each such Bond to which the change is applicable. 

Section 12.  Resolution a Contract.  The provisions of this Resolution shall constitute a contract 
between the City and the owner of the Bonds, and after issuance of the Bonds no change or alteration of 
any kind in the provisions of this Resolution may be made, except as provided in Section 11, until the 
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Bonds have been paid in full as to both principal and interest.  The owner of the Bonds shall have the 
right in addition to all other rights, by mandamus or other suit or action in any court of competent 
jurisdiction, to enforce such owner's rights against the City, the governing body thereof, and any and all 
officers and agents thereof including, but without limitation, the right to require the City, its governing 
body and any other authorized body, to fix and collect rates and charges fully adequate to carry out all of 
the provisions and agreements contained in this Resolution. 

Section 13.  Execution of the Bonds; Closing; Professional Services.  The Bonds shall be issued 
in printed form, executed on behalf of the City by the manual or facsimile signatures of the Mayor and 
City Clerk, authenticated, if required, by the Fiscal Agent (defined below), sealed with its official or 
corporate seal, if any, or a facsimile thereof, and delivered to the Purchaser upon payment to the City of 
the purchase price thereof, plus accrued interest to the date of delivery (the "Closing").  The facsimile 
signature of either of the officers executing the Bonds may be imprinted on the Bonds in lieu of the 
manual signature of the officer but, unless the City has contracted with a fiscal agent to authenticate the 
Bonds, at least one of the signatures appearing on each Bond shall be a manual signature.  In the event 
that either of the officers whose signatures appear on the Bonds shall cease to be such officers before the 
Closing, such signatures shall, nevertheless, be valid and sufficient for all purposes to the same extent as 
if they had remained in office until the Closing.  The aforesaid officers are hereby authorized and directed 
to do all acts and execute and deliver the Bonds and all such documents, certificates and 
acknowledgements as may be necessary and convenient to effectuate the Closing.  The City hereby 
authorizes the officers and agents of the City to enter into, on its behalf, agreements and contracts in 
conjunction with the Bonds, including but not limited to agreements and contracts for legal, trust, fiscal 
agency, disclosure and continuing disclosure, and rebate calculation services.  Any such contract 
heretofore entered into in conjunction with the issuance of the Bonds is hereby ratified and approved in 
all respects. 

Section 14.  Payment of the Bonds; Fiscal Agent.  The principal of and interest on the Bonds shall 
be paid by Associated Trust Company, National Association, Green Bay, Wisconsin, which is hereby 
appointed as the City's registrar and fiscal agent pursuant to the provisions of Section 67.10(2), Wisconsin 
Statutes (the "Fiscal Agent").  The City hereby authorizes the Mayor and City Clerk or other appropriate 
officers of the City to enter a Fiscal Agency Agreement between the City and the Fiscal Agent.  Such 
contract may provide, among other things, for the performance by the Fiscal Agent of the functions listed 
in Wis. Stats. Sec. 67.10(2)(a) to (j), where applicable, with respect to the Bonds. 

Section 15.  Persons Treated as Owners; Transfer of Bonds.  The City shall cause books for the 
registration and for the transfer of the Bonds to be kept by the Fiscal Agent.  The person in whose name 
any Bond shall be registered shall be deemed and regarded as the absolute owner thereof for all purposes 
and payment of either principal or interest on any Bond shall be made only to the registered owner 
thereof.  All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability upon such 
Bond to the extent of the sum or sums so paid. 

Any Bond may be transferred by the registered owner thereof by surrender of the Bond at the 
office of the Fiscal Agent, duly endorsed for the transfer or accompanied by an assignment duly executed 
by the registered owner or his attorney duly authorized in writing.  Upon such transfer, the Mayor and 
City Clerk shall execute and deliver in the name of the transferee or transferees a new Bond or Bonds of a 
like aggregate principal amount, series and maturity and the Fiscal Agent shall record the name of each 
transferee in the registration book.  No registration shall be made to bearer.  The Fiscal Agent shall cancel 
any Bond surrendered for transfer. 

The City shall cooperate in any such transfer, and the Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to 
execute any new Bond or Bonds necessary to effect any such transfer. 

Section 16.  Record Date.  The 15th day of the calendar month next preceding each interest 
payment date shall be the record date for the Bonds (the "Record Date").  Payment of interest on the 
Bonds on any interest payment date shall be made to the registered owners of the Bonds as they appear on 
the registration book of the Fiscal Agent at the close of business on the Record Date. 
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Section 17.  Utilization of The Depository Trust Company Book-Entry-Only System.  In order to 
make the Bonds eligible for the services provided by The Depository Trust Company, New York, New 
York ("DTC"), the City agrees to the applicable provisions set forth in the Blanket Issuer Letter of 
Representations, which the City Clerk or other authorized representative of the City is authorized and 
directed to execute and deliver to DTC on behalf of the City to the extent an effective Blanket Issuer 
Letter of Representations is not presently on file in the City Clerk's office. 

Section 18.  Official Statement.  The Common Council hereby approves the Preliminary Official 
Statement with respect to the Bonds and deems the Preliminary Official Statement as "final" as of its date 
for purposes of SEC Rule 15c2-12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to 
the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934 (the "Rule").  All actions taken by officers of the City in 
connection with the preparation of such Preliminary Official Statement and any addenda to it or final 
Official Statement are hereby ratified and approved.  In connection with the Closing, the appropriate City 
official shall certify the Preliminary Official Statement and any addenda or final Official Statement.  The 
City Clerk shall cause copies of the Preliminary Official Statement and any addenda or final Official 
Statement to be distributed to the Purchaser. 

Section 19.  Undertaking to Provide Continuing Disclosure.  The City hereby covenants and 
agrees, for the benefit of the owners of the Bonds, to enter into a written undertaking (the "Undertaking") 
if required by the Rule to provide continuing disclosure of certain financial information and operating 
data and timely notices of the occurrence of certain events in accordance with the Rule.  The Undertaking 
shall be enforceable by the owners of the Bonds or by the Purchaser on behalf of such owners (provided 
that the rights of the owners and the Purchaser to enforce the Undertaking shall be limited to a right to 
obtain specific performance of the obligations thereunder and any failure by the City to comply with the 
provisions of the Undertaking shall not be an event of default with respect to the Bonds). 

To the extent required under the Rule, the Mayor and City Clerk, or other officer of the City 
charged with the responsibility for issuing the Bonds, shall provide a Continuing Disclosure Certificate 
for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the details and terms of the City's Undertaking. 

Section 20.  Redemption of the Refunded Obligations.  The Refunded Obligations hereby called 
for prior payment and redemption on February 22, 2022 at a price of par plus accrued interest to the date 
of redemption. 

 
The City hereby directs the City Clerk to work with the Purchaser to cause timely notice of 

redemption, in substantially the forms attached hereto as Exhibit E-1 and Exhibit E-2 and incorporated 
herein by this reference (the "Notices"), to be provided at the times, to the parties and in the manner set 
forth on the Notices.  Any and all actions heretofore taken by the officers and agents of the City to 
effectuate the redemption of the Refunded Obligations are hereby ratified and approved. 

Section 21.  Record Book.  The City Clerk shall provide and keep the transcript of proceedings as 
a separate record book (the "Record Book") and shall record a full and correct statement of every step or 
proceeding had or taken in the course of authorizing and issuing the Bonds in the Record Book. 

Section 22.  Bond Insurance.  If the Purchaser determines to obtain municipal bond insurance 
with respect to the Bonds, the officers of the City are authorized to take all actions necessary to obtain 
such municipal bond insurance.  The Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to agree to such additional 
provisions as the bond insurer may reasonably request and which are acceptable to the Mayor and City 
Clerk including provisions regarding restrictions on investment of Bond proceeds, the payment procedure 
under the municipal bond insurance policy, the rights of the bond insurer in the event of default and 
payment of the Bonds by the bond insurer and notices to be given to the bond insurer.  In addition, any 
reference required by the bond insurer to the municipal bond insurance policy shall be made in the form 
of Bond provided herein. 
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Section 23.  Conflicting Resolutions; Severability; Effective Date.  All prior resolutions, rules or 
other actions of the Common Council or any parts thereof in conflict with the provisions hereof shall be, 
and the same are, hereby rescinded insofar as the same may so conflict.  In the event that any one or more 
provisions hereof shall for any reason be held to be illegal or invalid, such illegality or invalidity shall not 
affect any other provisions hereof.  The foregoing shall take effect immediately upon adoption and 
approval in the manner provided by law.

Discussion: 
The Planning Department proposes two additions to the 2022 Fee Schedule to offer greater 
clarity to applicants, and to bring the City fees for these applications closer to other 
municipalities. This proposal includes the addition of a specific Rezoning fee as well as General 
Development Plan fee. City Staff are not aware of previous line items for these in the past, and 
the clarity will assist applicants moving forward. Fees of $125 have been collected for each in 
the past, utilizing general zoning permit fees for new construction. The proposed fees are $300 
for rezoning, and $500 for a General Development Plan, both to be listed under Ordinance 
Section 480-50. A table has been included below showing comparable fees from nearby 
municipalities.
